
 
 

 

 

 

 

With the present situation regarding COVID - 19, parents are required to screen their children every day before coming to school. 
Please use the flowchart below to help you screen your child. START 

1. Does your child have a high temperature? This means that they feel hot to the touch on their chest 
or back (no need to measure their temperature) 

2. Does your child have a continuous cough? This means coughing for more than an hour or three 
periods of coughing within 24 hours (if your child usually has a cough, it could be worse than 
usual) 

3. Has the child lost their sense of taste or smell? This means that they have noticed that they cannot 
taste or smell anything, or things taste different to normal.

• Arrange for your child to get tested as  
soon as possible for COVID-19 via the NHS testing website or 
by calling 119  

• If you are concerned about symptoms or need advice, call 111  

• Make sure everyone in your household stays at home and follow 
the latest Welsh Government Guidance

• Prepare to be contacted by NHS Test and Trace 
and to provide details of anyone your child has 
had close contact with  

After 10 days, if your child is well, they can 
return to school  

YOUR CHILD MUST NOT ATTEND SCHOOL, AND MUST STAY AT HOME FOR 
AT LEAST 14 DAYS.  

You need to: 

• Inform the school 

• Arrange for the person who has symptoms to get tested as soon as possible for 
COVID-19 via the NHS testing website or by calling 119 

• If you are concerned about symptoms or need advice, call 111 

• Make sure everyone in your household stays at home and follow the latest Welsh 
Government Guidance 

Wait for the test results

HOME FOR AT LEAST 14 DAYS FROM WHEN 

THE HOUSEHOLD MEMBER’S SYMPTOMS

• Inform the school  

• Continue to make sure everyone in your 
household stays at home and follows guidance 
for households with possible coronavirus 
infection.  

• Prepare to be contacted by NHS Test and 
Trace and to provide details of anyone your 
household member has had close contact with  

THEY MUST STAY AT HOME FOR 
AT LEAST 14 DAYS.  

 
You need to:  

• Inform the school, if they are not 
already aware  

• Make sure your child stays at 
home and follows guidance for 
contacts of people with possible or 
confirmed coronavirus who do not 
live with the person 

 
If your child has not been identified as a 
close contact and therefore not been told 
to stay at home, they can attend school
